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Commissioner and Senior Staff Expenses
Commissioners’ expenses are reimbursed to them by the Scottish Parliament Corporate Body (SPCB) and are recharged to the Scottish Human Rights Commission (the Commission).  Expenses claimed must comply with SPCB’s policy.  Some travel and subsistence costs are not paid and claimed for by Commissioners but are paid for with corporate credit cards.

Senior staff manage the Commission’s Strategy & Legal, Communications & Engagement, and Corporate Services teams and along with the Chair of the Commission constitute the Commission’s Management Group.  Senior staff’s expenses are reimbursed to them by the Commission and must comply with the Commission’s policy.  Some travel and subsistence costs are not paid and claimed for by staff but are paid for with corporate credit cards, for example, flights, long-distance train tickets and hotel accommodation.
